The disho nest 
businessman who swears he’s giving you a great deal  knows 
his family doesn't respect him. The woman having an  affair 
with a married man is confused and frightened. The mean-
spirited, controlling person at work is deeply inse cure. The 
rude, discourteous teenager who can make life so mi serable 
for others is himself quite miserable. They are all  crying out 
for mercy. This is why, when we have the chance to bestow it, 
we should, because mercy is so necessary for them—an d for 
us. 
 

But we must get up closer in order to see our neigh bor in 
need. When Fr. Henri Nouwen first lived with people who h ave 
mental disabilities, he was assigned as a companion  to 
Adam, a man with many severe physical and mental 
disabilities. Henri panicked—he had no idea how to h elp. 
 

But then he decided just to look very carefully at Adam and 
his needs each day. Patiently, Henri learned how to  do small, 
caring things which created a living bond with Adam . Like 
Henri, the Samaritan today went closer , while the priest and 
the Levite tried to put more space between them and their 
suffering neighbor. 
 

Think about the opportunities you’re going to have when you 
leave here today to extend mercy to someone who nee ds it! 
You will need to pray for a sharpening of your inne r and outer 
eyes. As The Little Prince said, in the classic boo k, “It is only 
with one’s heart that one can see clearly. What is essential is 
invisible to the eye.”
