EASTER TRIDUUM 

 
 What really do the liturgies of the Triduum celebr ate? 
Most of us believe we know the answer. We assume th ey are 
“commemorations.” We assume that they are “reenactm ents” 
of events. We assume we are engaged in acts of hist orical 

“reconstruction.” We are encouraged to imagine ours elves 
“actually present” at these events. 
 

 Is “history” the central focus of celebration duri ng the 
Triduum? Obviously, we believe that the life and de ath of 
Jesus Christ actually occurred in human history. 
 

 So, because these events are historical they canno t 
be repeated. That is why the church insists that wh at 
happened once in history passes over into a mystery  of our 
liturgical/sacramental celebrations. What the pasch al Triduum 
actually celebrates is mystery, not history; recoll ection, not 
imitation. 
 

 Lent exists so that we can prepare ourselves for t hese 
three great days. We look at the Easter Triduum as one single 
celebration that lasts three days. We cannot separa te the 
death of Jesus from His resurrection. 
 

 The liturgies of these days celebrate not  what once 
happened to Jesus but what is now  happening among us as a 
people called to conversion, gathered in faith, and  gifted with 
the Spirit of holiness. They celebrate God’s taking  possession 
of our hearts at their deepest core, recreating us a new human 
community broken like bread for the world’s life—a c ommunity 
rich in compassion, steadfast in hope, and fearless  in the 
search for justice and peace. 
 

 Therefore it is not Easter Sunday, but the Easter 
Triduum that is the culmination of the entire litur gical year—
the highlight and essence of our Catholic Faith. 
 

 Please prayerfully consider participating in as mu ch 
of the Triduum liturgy as you can. When not in chur ch try to 
keep the spirit of these days in your lives. They a re not days of 
“business as usual.” 
 

Our prayer for our parish is this: May the particip ation 
in this year’s Easter Triduum strengthen the faith of all the 
members of our parish family and may they truly exp erience 
the power of God’s love in their lives.
