Today we celebrate the Feast of the Holy Trinity. This

is our time to tell God “Thank You!” We give thanks for all He
has given us. Through the life and death and resurr  ection of
Jesus we have come to know God as our source of lif e, faith

and love. Last week we celebrated the coming of the Holy
Spirit, which brought everything together.

“The mystery of the Most Holy Trinity is the centr al
mystery of Christian faith and life.” “The Trinity is One, we do
not confess three Gods, but one God in three person s.”

This mystery is such that it will be fully underst ood
only in God’s time and not by reason alone. Sowe ¢ ontinue to
pray in the name_ of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit—
not in the names_ of.

Thank you, God, for your love and gifts to us as
Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

Every Mass consists of two major parts—the Liturgy
of the Word and the Liturgy of the Eucharist. Today we want to
look at the “Procession of Gifts” during the Liturg y of the
Eucharist.

The “carrying up of the gifts” is a rite in itself ,
continuing the ancient custom when people brought b read and
wine for the liturgy from their homes. Nowadays, we offer

money (usually), but it symbolizes more than that. What we are
really offering is OURSELVES, our work, prayer, fam ily life and
struggles, hopes and dreams. In short, everythingw e do.

That is why we have representation of those
assembled bringing the bread and wine in procession . We are
reminded that we participate at Mass, not just attend and
watch.

A procession needs people. You need to come
forward and participate . This is a wonderful opportunity for
couples, friends, and family to do something (easy) together.

Generally our parish has encouraged those who are
having a mass intention to serve as representatives for all
present. But we want to have all our parishionerst  ake part in
this very important and meaningful rite.

Doing it is not hard, no practices, no studying, n o]
words or prayers to memorize. Just ask the ushers b efore
Mass, either for that mass or for a future mass. Th  en make
yourselves available after the collection has been taken. And
there is nothing wrong with a BIG procession.

Remember what you are offering—OURSELVES, and
remember how much God loves you.
